This is a beautiful Bible. | love the cover. The cultural background articles and comments are
wonderful. Right from the beginning | was learning something new. | gave a rating of four stars
instead of five because the text font is so difficult to read. The Bible text font is very small and too
light and the commentary text font is smaller still and even lighter. Presumably the text is light to

keep it from making a shadow on the back of the pages because they are so thin. Thin pages are



necessary when there is so much supplemental information. Otherwise, the Bible would be way too
thick. But one solution brings on another problem, a very small, very light, almost unreadable, text
font. If this Bible’s references and commentary were the usual, | would return the Bible, but the
cultural background comments make the Bible worth fighting the difficult text font.As for the Kindle
edition, | am grateful for the text size, and the navigation is easy to learn. However, as | continued to
use link after link. they became unreliable. Sometimes the link wouldn’t respond at all; sometimes it
jumped to the previous page rather than to the appropriate content. | found the best way to correct
this is to close the Kindle app and reopen. | am using an iPad Pro, with iOS 9.3.4, and 128mg of
memory, so | don’t see how this could be the fault of the device. As with most ebooks, the charts are
a mess. Again, though, | have to emphasize that the cultural background commentary and articles
make the annoyances with the print Bible as well as the Kindle version worth the trouble and the

cost.

5 stars for content2.5 stars for print qualityl eagerly awaited the publication date for this study bible.
| own both John WaltonA¢A A™s and Craig Keener’s Bible Background Commentaries and found
them both very helpful. A study bible with this kind of info tickled my fancy.l have grown to become
particular on the print Bibles | purchase. As a graphic and web designer, | know how much print
quality effects the ease of reading. So | did my research and found a sampler PDF by Zondervan of
the print Bible. Everything seemed good (notes were dark enough because of being viewed on a
monitor) but you never know how the final product will look. Factors like paper quality, ink quality
etc. really determine the final outcome.On receiving the bible | have to admit | am very disappointed.
Many things were okay but when | looked at the note sections of the bible | was not a happy
camper. Zondervan used a thin-weight sans-serif font, very small (5 or 6pt ?) that is very difficult to
read. Because of the thin weight of the font, the print color looks like a medium gray. In bright light
the glare off the paper competes with it but without some sort of direct light it is very difficult to read.
Also, the paper is thin enough that the occasional colored illustrations on the reverse side of the
page bleed (ghost) through and make legibility even more difficult. The content of the notes and
articles are top notch. No complaints there. But if you canA¢A A™t read the notes without squinting,
whatA¢A A™s the point? My hope is this study bible can be redone at some point to increase the
legibility.Other things of note, | also wish the size of the NIV text was a tad larger. Bumping it up to
9.5 or 10pt font size would be ideal. Yes, | know that would increase the size of the book but as is,
this study bible is on the large and heavy size already. YouA¢A A™I| probably not be toting this

around to church or the office.l could do without the red lettering myself. | know many people like it



so IA¢A A™Il back off on that. Red lettering is often hard to read in large doses (try John 14-17) and
sometimes turns to a dark pink.So what to do? For the note section, having the Kindle version may
be better. often does a thing called MatchBook where if you buy the print version of a book you can
get the Kindle version greatly reduced. No such luck here so many buyers will need to choose
between the Kindle version or the hard-to-read print bible.l looked at the sample Kindle version and
can say | am not impressed. Kindle bibles have notoriously ugly text. The main culprit is the
superscript verse numbers which are often not formatted correctly and thus increase the line
spacing (leading) of the lines they are on. The text then becomes choppy and irregular with the
mishmash of different line spacing. YouA¢A A™Il get that here.The notes, however, are in different
sections and layout perfectly fine. So you will be able to bump the text size to whatever is readable
for you. Plop that besides you while reading your bible and youA¢A A™Il be good to go.In
conclusion, | wish Bible publishers hired better print and layout designers for their bibles. This trend
of small font sizes, thin bible paper and compact bible sizes doesnA¢A A™t make for very readable
bibles these days.Update: sent back the print version study bible before my allotment time is up. On
pages where there are predominantly notes, not the biblical text, | just plain can’t read the mass of
medium gray text without a magnifying glass.Didn’t think to check Olive Tree Bible Software. Their
digital bibles are superior to comparable Kindle versions and their software (for free) is also much
better which, unlike Kindle, allows for a lot of customization. They currently have this on sale which
personally, | think is a no brainer if you are interested in buying something usable. No doubt the sale
won'’t last long but even if so, they do quality stuff and I'd buy this over a Kindle version any day. (|

After using a Matthew commentary by Dr. Keener, | became a fan, and | was
delighted when | saw the NIV Cultural Backgrounds Study Bible come on the market. | purchased
the e-version, and it seems to be well indexed once you figure out how the e-version works. My own
trick to make an e-version more manageable is to highlight various sections, especially the
commentary sections, so | can quickly get back and forth transportation as I'm studying by going
through the index of my highlights.
