When Liâ€™l T learns

Buddy is not lost, he is ecstatic but will need a lot of help to get him back. It will take a village to put

everyoneâ€™s life back on track, including his own.Liâ€™l T and Buddyâ€™s story will make even

the most stoic reader shed tears, not only for their story but for all that was lost, and found, during

the devastation of Katrina.
