This book is still an excellent book, but it is a revised edition to the original and this is NOT CLEAR
from the information on the product. Several chapters on famous men in church history have been
removed from the compilation in this edition. It is missing chapters on "Two Monks: Benedict and
Gregory", "Gregory VIl and Henry IV", and "St. Francis and St. Dominic". It is also missing the
original preface, although this is just an explanation of the author’s philosophy of history education
and not vital to the content of the book. | wish | had known before ordering that certain chapters had

been removed.
