The book Autumn Leaves by Ken Robbins is a quality non-fiction book that | believe should be
included in early childhood classroom libraries. There are numerous shapes and colors of leaves to
be observed and discussed in nature. This book conveys the information on the natural world which
is a criteria for informational text. The author introduces thirteen different types of leaves throughout
the book focusing on the intense colors of leaves in the fall. The reader will observe a life size color
print of each species of leaves. The author informs the reader about the facts of the leaves
mentioning a few characteristics while enhancing the academic vocabulary of the reader. The text
provides connections and examples that relate to the background of most readers. For example, the
author introduces Sassafras leaves and provides a visual. The text offers the example of the
Sassafras leaf resembling a mitten. This description allows the reader to connect the shape of a
Sassafras leaf to a mitten. A few other types of leaves mentioned in the book are the Linden,
Hickory, Maple, and Sweet Gum. Autumn Leaves addresses the curious minds of young learners
who may be wondering, & ceWhy do leaves change colors?a « The reader will be introduced to
photosynthesis and learn why the leaves change colors in the fall. This book builds on home and
school connections by delivering facts readers can share with others. Students, parents and
teachers will be exposed to numerous details on autumn leaves and offered sharp images

throughout the book to use as an informational resource.
