It starts off a little slowly, but once you get maybe, 6
issues in you can’t possibly put it down. Just completely brilliant. It isn’t just for people who like
super heroes, it isn’t even just for people who like comics, but it's completely perfect for the medium
and it constantly continues to improve both in story and in art. It's absolutely Kirkman’s best work,

Kirkman really delivers.I'm just sort of sad that | don’t have any more
to read right away and it will likely be a few weeks before | can pick up the next trade volume.The
only thing that aggravated me was The Pact issue. I'm not really sure what that was, but | think it

was pleasantly surprised that the issue directly following this was very related to that Pact issue
though.l would recommend this to any of my friends. It comes out to less than $1 an issue or less
than $4.50 per trade volume. Those things can be anywhere from $10 - $15 each. The only
difference (I own trades 1-4) is that there is a lot of extra stuff at the end of each of the trades
including preliminary drawings and concepts and explanations of them. If you're a huge fan of
supplements, you may want to consider the trades instead, but if you just want the great story, stick

with this compendium.
