But As Silver Refined is more like a

sit-down conversation with a good friend over a cup of tea. The topics repeat in slightly different

ways throughout the book. Part of this may be because As Silver Refined was originally a series of

messages Kay gave on her radio program.And actually, this repetitiveness is probably just what a

sufferer needs. When we're hurting, we don't primarily need concise answers; we need repeated,

caring, truthful encouragement from Scripture. And that is what Kay Arthur delivers in this book. If

you know a woman who is going through a trial, this book would make a great gift.
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
